he toplc of "cults" Is a favorite
in America. The public has
come lo think of "cull" as a la-
bel for any unorthodox relig-
ious group. { lowever, the term
itself s1mply means "a sect”; "a denomi-

Yion." Il also connotes a spcclal devo-
—.on between members and especially
belween them and their leader. That, in
itself, 1s nol necessarily bad. But, clear-
ly, an Inordinate devotion to a human
leader can lead a group Into trouble —
and has many times in the past. Thus,
the term "Cult of Personality” begins to
take meaning.

The propensity Lo follow personall-
tles. instead of rightecusness has been
the undoing of our soclety. The weak-
nesses of lhe people are patronized by
{themselves and their leaders. The peo-
pie seek idols who personily their own
weaknesses, and the leaders sing what-
ever lune necessary lo appeal lo the
weak. Thus, they exploit and profit
{rom those weaknesses. No one pur-

es the slrengths, They are out of
.ashlon. Thelr heros must be weak and
degenerate because that type appeals
to the weak and degenerate!

This subject has special meaning
for me -~ a minisler. I've been loosely as-
socialed with church cireles most of my
life — unforlunately. As a child, 1 was
raised In a typlcal protesitant, funda-
mentalist church. As an adult, { accept-
ed a position as pastor over one of that
denomination's churches. Aller serving
in that postiion for aboul two years,
and after altending their North Ameri-
can Ministerlal Counclk and walching
their "theologians” discuss matlers of
doctrine and policy, | realized for the
first lime that the church was adrift with
incompelent leadership, These “lead-
ers" were [unclioning on a compelency
level somewhere below adolescence. 1
was appalled.

STONY GROUND

I had been a fool lollowing fools. 1
began trying Lo instilute changes. Then
[ experienced the [rustration of trying
to teach lhose who [elt no need to
leam. Thus, the very institution which

taught me the parable of "sowing in slo-
ny ground” was, Usell, stony ground.

People are drawn lo churches not
lo learn but lo alfirm their prejudices. |
was trying to cullivate a crop In stony
ground. | needed betier soil in which lo
labor. In a few monlhs 1 reslgned the
ministry, and shorlly thereafter lell the
church entirely.

I knew, then, that there was some-
thing inirinsically wicked and destruc-
tive about churches. It was more than
just error. It was more than just ignor-
ance. It was even more than f{alse doc-
trine. I was not yel able lo enunciate
lhal wickedness, bul | felt it
nonetheless. .

I had been sufficiently brainwashed
by the church so thal my mind was defl-
clent of necessary dala. Ignorance held
me caplive, but the spirlt of God was
driving me to break I[ree of those
bonds. [ knew something was wrong,
but I couldn't pul my finger on it. 1 was
struggling Lo get my head above the {og
— {o rlse above the clouds into clear
view — but I had nol attalned it. [ did
know, however, that | could no longer
be satisfied to fly in the clouds with zero
visibilily. 1 was tired of being trealed like
a mushroom (kepl in lhe dark and fed
horse manure).

That episode in my life ended when
1 escaped the church. The [resh air was
sweel, and | found that [ had developed
an insatiable appetite for Information.
Once | could see above the clouds I re-
alized that 1 had been cloud-bound due
1o my lack of navigalional skills. There-
fore, I began learning how o navigale
so | could stay out of the clouds. I'd had
enough blind flying!

Recognizing my ignorance enabled
me o begin overcomlng 1. As T grew, [
kept walching the churches. They held
a parllcular [ascination for me. | knew
thal in some way they were Instruments
ol slavery, bul 1 siifl could not fully un-
dersiand il. 1 couldn't shake the okd feel-
ings of warmlh and security thal |
thoughl I had known in church circles,
At the same time, 1 was conslantly re-
minded of the hypocrisy and crippling
ignorance | had suffered from my asso-
ciaion with them. It was like a wool

shirt — it felt warm, but it irrilaled the
heck out of me.

Il look several years Lo get rid of
enough of my lormer prejudices and 1g-
norances lo see things objectively. But,
as the shackles began 1o loosen, and
paganism, superstilion and misinforma-
tion lost hold of me, 1 not only saw the
truth about the churches, but also their
relation to the rest of our society. My
former assumption that churches were
separale [rom secular soclety had been
an illusion. I had been a church-goer,
and therefore biased toward them. I fi-
nally came lo realize hat churches are
uni3iblical — along wilh cenlral govern-
menl, cenlral banking, and govemment
schoo]s

Churches are lemples of human ig-

norance and superstition. Churches are
al the rool of the problem in Amerlcal

I'How does this relate to "The Cult of
Personalily™? As you conlinue reading
yvou'll see Lhal personalily worshlp is the
leading faclor behind ithe churches in
our land.

THE BEASTS

Fvery sociely and each generation
praduces s own unique effecls upon
the world scene. An objeclive observa-
tion of those elfecls discloses the na-
lure of ihe sociely. Anclient Babylon's
theme was the establishment of central-
lzed government and religious unity.
Persia produced syslematic polilics and
the war machine. Greece produced
arlstocracles, monopolies and  sell-
worshlp. Rome produced burcatcracy,
legislators, colonlzalion and taxalion,

Modern soclely seems Lo be a col-
lection of all the abowve. Daniel and
John, togeiher, lell us as much, In
Danlel 2, we read of the prophelilc
kingdoms of world history: Babylon,
Medo-Persia, Greece, and Rome
These are portrayed by a vislon of a
melallic slalue seen by Daniel. I'le later
saw anolher vision of four beasls, listed
in chapter 11, poriraying these four {u-
fure kingdoms.

Many cenlurles later, John saw an-
other vision of a beast, detailed In Reve-
lation 13, which represented all of Dan-




lel's beasts incorporated into one terri-
ble beast. Agaln, in Revelation 17,
John prophestes of that same beast
and calls it "Babylon the Great, the
mother of harlots and abominations of
the earth.”

Danlel shows the succession of
world emplres through hislory, John
shows the culmination of it all in the
[orm of the most vile and horrible em-
pire (beasl) that has ever existed. That
beast 1s upon us today, It has existed for
more than a century. I is now coming
lo maturily and grealer dominallon, It
is the composite of the four preceding
kingdoms combined. Thus, today we
have spawned the worst of all empires
— known as The New Order of The
Ages (the one-world government, or
New World Order — as George Bush
puts it).

Thus, our generation has the dis-
tinction of having produced the most
depraved and sophisticated beast sys-
+my of recorded hislory. We are living

sxciting tires, Our technology is the
highest ever produced, and our ethics
arg the lowest ever produced. That

zs us the greatest technology with
wnich to pursue our depravilies. And,
ol course, our depravilies need reqular
bolslering by Ihe exploiiers.,

THE CHURCHES

Nowhere 1s thls more prevalent
than in the churches. Rellgious [etishes
have been pursued, explored, glorified
angd markeled, The "Self” can now bLe
stroked and gralified in dozens of ways
to sult almost any personal eccentriclly
man may have, for any day of the
week. Our worship of man has led us to
emulate our own worsl qualilles.

Depraved religion, depraved poli-
tics, depraved entertainment, self-
~atiflcation, abortion, brainwashing

Jd war are the products of this age.
Each [acet Is a symptom of "The Cult of
Personality." Babylon, herself, was the
epitome of this ancient "Cuit." There-
fore, it reaches all the way to the roots
of the problem. The beasts of Daniel's
vision, as well as those of John's, were
born and bred in the temples of "The
Cult of Personality." However, it has
been called by many diflerent names,
and it has branches called many differ-
ent names. All of them, however, can
be altributed to man's basic idolatrous
quest for rulers who will take responsi-
bllity for him so he, himselfl, can evade
responsibility.

The "Cult" is too big to challenge In
its entirety, therefore, we must chal-

lenge 1t in small sections. Expose it and
wound it here, and there.. . wherever
we meet it on cur level. A million small
wounds wlll drain it of life, But, [irst we
have to leamn how lo recognize it and
guard against being recaplured by i,
To do that, we must understand "The
Cult of Personalily,” for man's natural
alfinity to this cult gives It a tremendous
advanlage. Honesly and vigilance are
the qualllies needed to prolect us from
falllng Into this "Cull,” Without these
virlues, we are yet vulnerable 1o the sk
ren's song of mulual self-admiralion
and soclal cannibalism.

M6AN IS CULTISH-MINDED

"The Cult of Personality” can be de-
scribed as the product of man's natural
propensity for idolatry. |t is selflshness
personified. Here is how it s
manifested:

a) Man sees himself as the center
of his world.

b) Man's natural religion is the wor-
ship of that world which is built around
him {"of the people, by the people and
for the people”).

c) As lhe only Important element,
man bullds Institulions around himself
which support and glorify him at the
expense of all other elemenls.

d) Thus, the "leaders” and organiza-
tions which appear to be the most suc-
cesslul are the ones that facilitale and
exploit man's weaknesses — especially
idolatry.

e) These organlzalicns are led by
men who know how lo appeal to the
"Self” of its members. The leader con-
vinces the members that he can do
something great for them. The leaders,
and lhe organizatlons, are built upon
the principle of upholding and indulg-
Ing its members, and by personifying
and giamortzing the weaknesses -and
depravities of the soclety.

f)y For this service, the members
pay bribe money to the leaders who
continue to exploit the members. Both
the leaders and the {ollowers are wor-
shipping and merchandising the "Self";
the "Personality.”

Cultish parents, seeking to re-ltve
thelr lives vicariously through their chil-
dren, raise their offspring to think of
themselves as the cenier of ihelr world,
just as the parents view themselves as
the center of their' own worlds. These
young products of the "Self Cult" learn
to deflne "heonesty” as “that which bene-
fits me." "Success” Is defined as "that
which glorifles me." "Godliness" is de-
fined as “"that which upholds me.” "A

leader” is defined as "he who promises
me more than others."

This "Self" principle s the root and
branch of most organizations today -
civil and religious. It is the drlving force
of our soclely, Thus we cater tc "The
Cult of Personalily.” Thus, men are de-
prived of navigational skills and contin-
ue fiying blind In the clouds, confined to
the Himits of thelr sell-inflicted myopia,
Like a dog chasing his own tall, many
miles are logged but they get nowhere.
They have lrapped themselves within
the carnal parameters of "Sell.”

PRODUCTS OF
THE CULT MIND

We find, then, that "government"
has become the result of cult members
creating the offices and putting into
power the leaders they think will be
their perscnal advocates against other
men. Thus, government is designed as
a tool to gain a personal advantage
over others — a la "The Cult of
Personallty

"Church” has been produced out of
the need to justify "Self." Church Jead-
ers are those who are skilled at Justify-
ing thelr membérs and affording them
an Huslon of respectabllity. Prerequisite
qualities of church leaders Include the
abllity to make "idolatry” appear as
"godliness." As far as linancial rewards
are concerned, the sky Is the limit for
one who is gocd at it,

By the way, anyone who has not
vet been exposed to the amazing truth
about the misuse of the word "church”
in our English Bibles should nquire
with us about cur tapes and writings on
that subject. Jesus and His apostles
never instituted churches! They institut-
ed communitles {soclelies, if yvou will) of
free, self-governing Christians. They
were diametrically opposed to central-
lzed government and religious organi-
zatlons, The religious communtlty, i.e.,
the church-goers, were the murderers
of Jesus and his apostles. There has
never been any affinily whatsoever be-
tween Jesus and churches. The word is
not even translated correctly in most
English Bibles,

Things must apply to "Self" in order
to be relevant in today's society. The
advertisements, the products, the en-
tertainment, the religion, the govemn-
ment — all of the main elements are dI-
rect products of the "Self” syndrome.

Depressed
Louisiana, Texas, and Colorado, and debt-ridden 3rd world nations are coming to life. Shed Arab blood
would continue the boom for decades.
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Men and women seek spouses out of
tove for "Self" with the Inlenlion of us-
ing them to facililate the fulllilment of
"Self." Olfspring are born so that the
"Self" can experience being a parent.
Even single women, loday, often seelk
to get Impregnated so that they can
"experience” birth and thus indulge the
“Self." The child also, In this case, Is
{realed as a tool for "Sel" [ulfillment for
the Indulgent parent. Families are no
longer a God-nurtured unit, but rather a
forum for indlviduals to seek "Selfl” ful-
fillment. Every person lives in his own
universe with himsell as the center,

In this cult society, we have bred,
nurtured and Institutionalized multi-
tudes of self-centered relatlonships.
Our soclety exists as a symbiosm of mu-
tual parasites. We cannibalize each oth-
er, and thus we mulually limit one an-
olher. Like drug addicls, our goals are
limited to the pursult of our next "fix" of
iadulgence based on the need of "Self”

find someone io use and then dis-
card. "No one Is imporiant but ME!"

"Your only uselul purpose Is to make
efeelgoodt™ .

Do you get the plcture? We are a
soclely of bables! Irresponsible, spiritu-
al bables! We care for nothing but our-
selves and whal makes us happy. Thus,
we seek ldols lor our securlly. We need
a "personallly” figure all our lives, As a
child we have "mama,"” and that is natu-
ral. But, we should be weaned by the
time we are grown up, However, mosl
of our soclely is never weaned. When
"Mama" can no longer keep us pacifled
we progress to "Big Brother” (govermn-
ment}, and "Mother Church.” In our
desperation to find an Indulgent bene-
factor, we find sclace in the promises
of politicians and preachers who offer
us easy lives now and heaven later (the

_ultimate, eternal, celestial "fix") if we
ill support them. Thus, we have no
men In such a society of "mama"” fol-
lowers and wile worshippers, We have
only drones who don't know the mean-
ing of the word "man.”

We are bables. seeking idols who
will nurse us. We accept any person
who olfers us a Lotlle. We'll give our
kingdom for a pacilier, [or we just can't
stand the thought of belng uncomlorta-
ble in the slighiesl. We want that boltle
ready and avallable to us at our conven-
lence. Any politician who promises to
indulge us is our hero and cams our
vote and Iribute. Any preacher who
knows how io justily "personallly addic-
lion™ and make us feel good 1s our man!
We seek personalities to [ollow, There-
fore, we create a market for charlatans.

We shun realily and seek personalilies
who will assisl us lo exist In unreality.
We accept lies from poliliclans who
promise us government benefits. We
seek out preachers who lie lo us and
keep our minds In the clouds. This soci-
ely Is a bonanza [or con men. We beg
to be conned, and then pay (he con
men {or their services.

In "The Cult of Personality,” these
con men {politiclans and preachers) are
the personalitles who answer the call.
We create the market, and they exploit
it. We are the idolaters, and they are
the idols. We create themn, and then we
worship them. We mutually suck each
other's blood.

Qur current political and religious
state of affairs has resulted from our
idolatry. We have sought men to facili-
lale our Indulgence of "Sell": we have
sought "Personalilles” (idols). We have
loved the "Cult of Personality.”

AGMERICANS DESERVE
TYRANTS

Once, | felt sorry for the people
who were belng preyed upon by the
politictans and preachers who are con
men. Then, 1 came o understand that
ihe polilical and religious "leaders"
were not really the cause of the prob-
lem, They are only salesmen who dis-
covered a market, Like Aaron who
gave the Children of [srael a golden calf
when they demanded it of him, medern
preachers and politicians only fill the
requests of the Idolaters. One is as bad
as the other, They both deserve each
other.

For example, the people of the
State of Oregon, in the last few years,
have requesled {by vole) for govern-
ment to become more powerful , more
demanding and more oppressive. They
have voted upon themselves, and their
children, laws which prevent them
from heating Lhelr hornes with inexpen-
sive wood stoves. They have asked the
police to fine them $50 i they don't
wear lhelr seat belts In their cars.
They've Instructed thelr govermment to
arrest them, steal their properly and
possibly shoot them Il necessary o dis-
courage them from laking drugs, avold-
Ing laxes or "bucking the system."
They want higher taxes. They will
soon, almost certainly, vole In a sales
tax upon themselves. On iop of this,
twice in the recent past Oregonlans
voted in favor of aborlion when they
could have outlawed it. Oregonians de-
serve whatever Lhis vile govemment
pours out upon them! The AIDS, the

sky-high taxes, the con men In govern-
ment, the criminal policemen, the false
propheits In thelr pulpils — they deserve
it all, and morel

The same applles Lo church-goers
in general. Scriplure warns us against
false prophels and preachers with bad
motives. But, Americans pay for thelr
own religlous deception from the pul-
pits. Here, perhaps more . than any-
where else — in lerms of reaching ALL
levels of soclely ~ "The Cult of Person-
ality” Is alive and well. The idol is wor-
shipped — whether the pulplt itself, or
the man in it; whether the church, or
the priests who represent it; whether
the sensation of peer approval, or self-
righteousness, The people create thelr
own tomb and wrap themselves up in it
in the name of church, complete with
the preacher showman/entertainer,
the membership and bapllsm card, and
the assurance that your tithe will buy
you anything the institution has to offer
— whether it is soclal acceplance or
eternal life. And there Is such a varlely
ol churches available, you can fing one
o sull Just aboul anyone, Never'mind
that it, as an institution, is both unBlibli-
cal and wrong-spirlied, Invest your sal-
vation and well being In the "personali-
ly" {man or denomination) and {Ind
yoursell tled, splritually, to an idol; a
golden calf. Allow him to convince you
that it is godly for you to pay him to do
your Christlan work for you, and you
become a valued member of "The Cult
ol Personalily."

A good man cannot survive in a po-
sition of leadership In government or
church. Helll either be forced to con-
form to it and become Just another
crook like the rest of them, or the or-
ganizalion will reject him. Thus, the cult
system brings out the worst In
everyone.

When the idolaters repent of their
need for indulaing "Sell," then the idol
market will dry up and the charlatans
will go elsewhere or take up honest
work. Until thal time, don't expect any
changes in American lifesiyle.

OUR STRUGGLE

For those ol us who have come lo
understand the problem, and who will
be strugaling agalnst society as we
know it ioday, it helps to know we are
not alone, For us, both the idolatrous
masses, and the idolatrous leaders, will
be a constant threat, Both will fight to
suppress us and eliminale us one way
or another. As I've pointed out, the

Armond Hammer 92, son of a founder of the American
Communist Party, and himself a long time communist sym-
pathizer, had a near monopoly of U.5./Soviet trade as a result
of his influence over Soviet leaders. Trade with the Soviet 3

Union was virtually his private monopoly making him incredib-
ly rich. The trade included everything from pencils to copious
oil wells in the Soviet Union to extensive coal fields in China.
His private plane ignored red tape and tock him straight to

Moscow where he was met at the airport by a cavalcade of

top communist leaders who bowed and scraped as they
jostled each other to pay their respects and seek his advice.

In one instance communist incompetence put the USSR on
the road to starvation and a peoples revoit. Hammer arrived
in the nick of time with gigantic deliveries of grain which

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of freedom as are their charlsmatic
idols in the pulpits and in the state
houses.

The pressure upon us to conform
to soclety will Increase. Our refusal to
join the "Cult" will turn them against us.
We will indeed be In a struggle 1o sur-
vive. How we wlill face thal challenge 1s
a subject of imporlance to every one of
us who Intend o light for what's right.

The unorganized militia (leaderless
resistance) must be consldered an es-
sentlal part of our fight if we are to sur-
vive, But, any such effort, in order to be

successful, MUST NOT PURSUE
CHARISMATIC LEADERS! Bruce
Campbell's upcoming book, OUR

STRUGGLE, offers some food [or
thought along these lines, The follow-
ing Is extracted from his chapter tilled
The Cult of Personality:

" Stalin and Mao Tse-lung were the
worst examples of the ultimate horror of
tha personality cult. They showed what

pens when degenarates rise 1o the
wps of political organizations; each was
responsible for the murders of at least
9 millions of his awn peopie. Lesser ty-

s from Africa to Jonesiown have pro-
duced smallar amounts of death and suf-
faring but only because thay had tewer
paopie under their power. A degenerate
politician with total power will kiil as many
of his own pecple as possible, regardless
of his nationality. He will find a way,
whether it be by sending them against for-
eigners or by civil war, or by mass arrests
and secret axtermination.

"In "civilized™ England, David Lioyd
George and Winston Churchill are perfect
examples; how many hundreds of thou-
sands of young Englishmen, Canadians
and Anzacs did those two degenerates
cause to perish when they sent them to
kill Germans, Tuiks and others? In "civil-
izod” America, Abraham Lincoin was pet-
sonally responsible for the deaths of aver
six-hundred-thousand Americans — and

what? To preserve the Unioni Is a Un-
..n which requires the deaths of six-
hundred-thousand mean worthy of preser-
vation? Is "preservation” of a Union so im-
portant? it was only because a degener-
ate politician with total power said it was.

“Woaodrow Wilson's moral deganeracy
{his marital Infidelily) led to the violent
deaths of one hundred thousand more
young American men, sent to die over-
seas. He submitted to blackmail by Roths-
child agents (Baruch, Frankfurter and
Brandeis), rather than resign, and presid-
ed over another Desfruction and Recon-
struction totalling over ten million souls, to
tha great profit of the international bank-
ors who controlled him.

“Now, it may be askad, can American
presidents and British prime ministars fair-
ly ba labeled personality cultmasters?

Why nol? Don't they always attain thalr
powerful positions due to their personali-
ties? Haven't their arrivals at the pinna-
cles of Anglo-Amarican power followed
lifetimes of marketing their democratic
personalities 1o voters?

"The grealest example of the person-
ality cult in world history was the foul de-
gaenerate, Franklin Delanc Roosavelt. So
tremendous was the powor of his parson-
ality that he was elacted president four
times—daspita his Wall Street background
and partnership with Herbert Hoover; de-
spite his closure of the banks; despite his
utier refusal 1o stop the depression; de-
spite his blatant mongering of another
world war the prospeclt of which most
Americans abhorred; and despite the in-
credible ugliness of his wife! His cult of
personality was protected by the press
and then especially by the ruthless sup-
pression of his patriotic enemies once his
war with Germany broke cut (with Japan).
He got two hundred thirty thousand Amer-
icans and around 50 millions of other peo-
ple killed during his war. He was directly
responsible for the above cited death fig-
ures of Stalin and Mao, since they ware
hia boys, as wore Tito, Rakosi, Ho Chi
Minh and the rest of his NWO (New World
Order) salraps installed by his OS5 (Oi-
tice of Secret Servica).

"These above listed degenerates are
the most spectacular masters of the per-
sanality cult in modern history — and mod-
arn history is the worst of all history, They
were all careful, except Lincoln, to sur-
round themselves with toadies and syco-
phants. All but Lincoln were alliowed 1o die
in bed as rewards for their violent lives,
after their dirty deeds were done. These
were axtreme cases in terms of total pow-
or but not so in comparison with thou-
sands of lassar tyrants, right here at
home, who would do exactly the same
things if given the power,

"What movement in this country (our
sida) was not ruined by "leadership?” The
original Ku Klux Klan was dismantled by
its foundar. Amarica First was a good
movemaent but it, too,was dismantled by
its leadership. The various Ku Klux Klan
namesakes of the original have high per-
cantages of federal agents in their mem-
berships and even in their leaderships.
Joa McCarthy had tremendous support
but no actual movement, unfortunately for
him, and for Jim Forrestal before him. The
fact is that a movement has got to have
guns behind it in this country. Robert
Welch tried to play it safa with his John
Birch Society, if in fact he was on the lev-
al. Eustace Mullins writes that Welch was
a 32° Mason (Murder By Ipjeclign). If so,
this would explain his refusal to authorize
his membership to atlack the enemy with-
in. Mason or not, Welch ran a true cult of
personality based upon his undeniable
ability to write about communists in the
Establishment. But he kept around him
weaklings and yes-men and always eject-

od anyona who might make his move-
ment effective, such as by trying to link
communism with Judaism. He had to
raise ovar four million dollars each year 1o
keep his movemant afloat. Think of thatl
And for nothing. Maybe it was a Patriots’
Tax; it kept all that money from going to a
good use,

"Ayn Rand (Alice Rosenbaum) was
another classic case of a personality culi-
ist with a case of bigshotitis, as was her
protégd, Nathaniel Branden (Nathan Blu-
menthal). Objectivists who attended thelr
meetings in New York have said they
ware astounded by the totalitarian nature
of the movement, considering it was os-
tensibly devoted to freedom of ideas. A
confused devotee would be ordered out
of the movement for asking "a stupid
guestion.” The arrogant Jewess calmly
announced to her husband and to Bran-
den's wife that since Rand and Branden
were the smarlesi people in the world,
they would hencelorth commit adultery
with each other, any time thay fell like it.

WC{,’CLM 0{ 03 was writ-

1 by Lyman Frank Baum in 1900,
during the collapse of the Populist
movement. Through the Populist par-
ty, Midwestern farmers, in alliance
with some urban workers, had chal-
lenged the banks, railroads and other
economic interesis that squeezed
farmers through low prices, high
freight rates and continued
indebtedness.

The Populists advocated govern-
ment ownership of railroads, tele-
phone and telegraph industries. They
also wanted silver coinage. Their
power grew during the 1893 depres-
sion, the worst in U.S. history until

Wosudenfel

then, as farm prices sank o new lows
and unemployment was
widespread....

In the 1894 congressional elec-
tions, the Populist party got almost 40
percent of the vole. It looked forward
to winning the presidency, and the sil-
ver standard, in 1896. But in
that election, which re-

volved around the issue
of gold versus silver, Pop-
ulist Democrat  William
Jennings Bryan lost lo
Republican William
McKinley by 95 electoral
voles. Bryan, a congress-
man from Nebraska and a
gifted orator, ran again in 1300, but
the Populist strength was gone.

Baum viewed these evonis in
bolh rural Soulh Dakota - where he
ediled a local weekly - and urban Chi-
cago - where he wrote OZ. He
mourned the destruction of the fragile
alliance between the Midwestern

farmers (the Scarecrow)} and the ur-
ban industrial workers (the Tin
Woodsman). Along with Bryan (the
Cowardly Lion with a roar but litile
else), they had been taken down the
yellow brick road (the gold standard)
that led nowhere. Each journeyed to
Emerald City seeking favors from the
Wizard of Oz (the President). Doro-
thy, the symbol of Everyman, wemnt
along with thermn, innocent enough to
.sce the truth belore the others.

Along the way they meet the
Wicked Wiltch of the East, who, Baum
tells us, had kept the little Munchkin
people "in bondage for many years,
making them slave for her night and

“day.” She also had put a spell on the
Tin Woodsman, once an independent
and hardworking man, so that each
tima he swung his axe, it chopped off
a different part of his body. Lacking
another trade, he "worked harder than

ever," becoming like a machine, inca-
pable of love, yearning for a heart.
Another wilch, the Wicked Witch of
the West, clearly symbolized the large
induslrial corporations.

...The small group heads toward
Emerald City where the Wizard rules
from behind a papier-maché facade.
Oz, by the way, is the abbreviation for
ounce, the standard measure for
gold.

Like all gocd politicians, lhe Wiz-
ard can be all things to all pegple.

Our-relationship
with God and our relationship with
our families and brethren is what
enriches us.

Many colder people have ex-
pressed to me how they wish they
had had morc children. 1 think it’s
intcresting how the older genera-
tion secms to value children more
than the dcceived, public school
traincd Baby Boomcrs.

What really surprises me is how
much the Christians have bought
into the propaganda that children
arc such a hardship. Most of them
fear that they won’t have enough
money, or that they will be too tied
down or that they're too many
people already. Are these Biblical
fears or man-made fears?

MASTER/ SERVANT
CONTROLLED MEANING: Refers to the relationship between a slave
~and his owner.

CORRECT MEANING: Depending upon tire 1n'histoxy. and location,
these terms have meant different things. In modern America they
are usually considered to mean approximately the.same as stated
above. However, when these terms appear in historical writings they
generally equate to "employer/employee.” .

In the Bible, the relationship of "servant and mmaster” is commonly
sanctioned. Again, this uvsually speaks not of involuntary {forced)
slavery, but rather voluntary servitude {i.e. contractual employ-
ment). The "master” did not own the "bond servant” who was bound
to him by voluntary contract. Thus it is with contractual employ-
ment today. This helps, also, to explain the misconstrued relation-
ships between "master” and "servant” in the "slavery” states during
the first half of the 1800's. Many of the Black “slaves” were treated
approxjmate]y the same as an "employee” today

The following quote from AMERICAN JURISPRUDENCE gives the offi-
cial legal definition:

§ 2. Definitions—"Master,” "Servant,” "Employer,” "Employee."—In law, the
term "master and servant” indicates the relationship which exists when one person
who employs another to do a certain work excreises the right of control over the
performance of the work 10 the extent of prescribing the manner in which it is to be
executed. The cmployer is the master, and the person employed is the servant. The
1crms "employcr and “employee” are the outgrowth of the old terms "master” and

"servant;" they have been adopted by reason of the shift of the relation in general
from a personal to an impersonal one, and aré the terms now commnnly used to de-
scribe the relationship...

§ 3. Existence of Relationship.—While it is said that at common law there are four
elements which are considercd upon the question whether the telationship of master
and servant exists,—namely, the selection and engagement of the servant, the pay-
ment of wages, the power of dismissal, and the power of the contro! of the servant's
conduct,~the cssential element of the relationship is the right of control—ithe right
of one person, the master, to order and contro! another, the servant, in the perfor-
mance of work by the latter, and the right to diréct the manner in which the work
shall be done.
